Before the Story

Introduce the new vocabulary to students and play a vocabulary Game:
Taboo Words : Separate the class in half and have the two teams sit on opposite sides of the room, facing each other. Each team will choose a person to sit in front of their team, facing them in the “hot seat.” You will stand behind the students and hold up a piece of paper with a word on it. The students in the hot seats will not be able to see these papers.
Teams have three minutes (or any amount of time you want to set) to get their hot seat member to say the word on the paper. The catch is, they can’t say the word under any circumstances. 

During the Story/After the Story

Ask students the following questions:

1. What are the three silly billies trying to do?
2. What are the names of the three silly billies?
3. Who stops the three silly billies?
4. What does he want from the three silly billies?
5. Did they have enough money to pay the toll?
